Terms of reference

- Support/Technical assistance to members and partners for the development of European 
and international projects: analysis of the needs, identification of the funding sources, 
project development, etc. 

- Administrative and office tasks: activities related to the preparation and the submission of 
European and international projects. 

 

Candidate qualifications 

Applicants should meet the following requirements: 

- University degree 

- Languages: excellent verbal and written skills in English and French; knowledge of Italian 
or any other language of the area is an asset 

- Socio-political knowledge of the Middle East & Africa area 

- Previous experience in project development 

- Strong research and analysis capacities 



- Excellent writing skills 

- Soft skills, relevant for the position, will also be assessed:
